CONTINUING EDUCATION ESL CLASSES

Beginning ESL

This beginning level ESL course emphasizes oral communication. The course focuses on the development of listening and speaking skills needed to succeed in the classroom, outside the classroom, and at work. This multi-level ESL course is designed for English as a Second Language students to introduce English language instruction. The basic language skills of listening, speaking, reading, and writing are taught within the context of life and employability skills.
