In the next couple of weeks, school districts throughout California will mail STAR test results to students’ homes.  Of relevance and interest to community colleges is that students who’ve taken the 11th grade EAP test will see their results on the STAR and will see one of the following statements on their results for 2010:

The EAP STAR report status directs students to a new CSU-CCC EAP website for additional information about their results, how to prepare for college, and for additional background on the EAP. To check-out the new website, go to www.collegeEAP.org.  This website was developed in coordination with the CSU Chancellor’s Office and based on input received through stakeholder meetings and 11th and 12th grade high school student focus groups. 

 

Given the upcoming release of the 2010 STAR reports, your college may receive inquiries from students, parents, and K-12 educators.  Last year,  366,949 11th grade students (82% of 11th graders who took the CST), took the EAP English and/or math test.  This year, students were able to fill in a bubble on their CST answer sheets to authorize the release of their EAP test results to California Community Colleges, the California State University or both. We are working with the CSU Chancellor’s Office and Educational Testing Services to develop an online secure database so that community college admissions and counseling staff will be able to access student EAP test results. We expect this database will be available by the end of August or early September. In addition, we are working with the CSU Chancellor’s Office to provide colleges accepting EAP test results with a downloadable file of all student 2010 EAP test results from the college’s feeder high schools. 

 

To date, 31 community colleges have adopted EAP, with another 19 under discussion to accept EAP test results. We’ve posted this list on our website at www.cccco.edu/eap.  If your college is now accepting EAP test results or is in discussion to do so, please let me know so that we can update our list.
