Course Description:  3 hours lecture.  Introduction to the facts and theories which seek to explain and understand human thought and behavior including such topics as personality, psychotherapy, learning, memory, interpersonal relationships, adjustment and biological influences.   Prerequisite: None

Course Objectives: Students will explore the basic aspects of psychology and relate those experiences to their life.  At the end of the semester students will produce a project, which integrates topics in psychology into their daily lives. 

Grading in the course. 

All quizzes and exams are given a points value.  Your grade is based on the total of your accumulated points.  

Out of a total of 350 points  

315 points will earn you an A (90%)

280 points will earn you a B (80%)

210 points will earn you a C (70%)

180 points will be considered a D in the course (60%) 

Lower than 179 points will fail the course. 

· All points in the class are weighted equally. 

· There are 3 exams each worth 100 points each.

1. Each exam will be comprised up to 60 questions answered on a Scantron 

2. Each exam will have up to 3 essays worth 10 points each

· There are 3 in-class quizzes each worth 16 points 
1. You may use any notes on the quizzes

2. Textbooks, or Textbook reproductions may not be used. 

· There is a comprehensive final exam, which can be used to replace your lowest exam grade. 
· You can answer essays during the final exam to make up quizzes.

If you are going to miss class for some reason make sure you e-mail the instructor.  Make sure that any missed assignments can be completed.   If you miss more than 4 class periods without contacting the instructor you can be dropped from the course.
