Course Description:  3 hours lecture.  Introduction to the facts and theories which seek to explain and understand human thought and behavior including such topics as personality, psychotherapy, learning, memory, interpersonal relationships, adjustment and biological influences.   Prerequisite: None

Course Objectives: Students will explore the basic aspects of psychology and relate those experiences to their life.  At the end of the semester students will produce a project, which integrates topics in psychology into their daily lives. 

Grading in the course. 

All quizzes and exams are given a points value.  Your grade is based on the total of your accumulated points.  

An A is 90% of the total possible points
A B is 80% of the total possible points
A C is 70% of the possible points
A D in the course is above 60% of the points in the course 
Course totals lower than 60% will fail the class.   

· All points in the class are weighted equally. 

· There are 4 exams each worth 80 points each.

· Each exam will be comprised up to 50 questions answered on a Scantron 

· Each exam will have 3 essays worth 10 points each

· There is a final exam worth 50 points with no essays. 
· There is a comprehensive final exam, which can be used to replace your lowest exam grade. 
· Extra Credit 
· There will be essays during the final exam that you can use for extra credit

· Activity on the Blog, and in class discussion can also raise you a percentage point.
