Required fields are marked in red and an asterisk
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online materials, avoid using color by itself to convey information. In this example,
requiredfields are colored red AND they have an asterisk to make them stand out.

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colorblind or have limited eyesight may not be able to discern the information.

Approximately seven percent of men and one percent of women are colorblind which

makes this the most frequently occurring disability. The image on this slide shows a map

that has been rendered to show how it looks to someone with red/green color deficit. It

would be impossible for you to tell a green route from a red route on this map if you were
colorblind. The Vischeck website can be used to check to make sure colors in your images

will be viewable by all.



Color Contrast

Avoid using text and background colors that
do not provide sufficient contrast.

Check the page to ensure hyperlinks and
background colors have sufficient contrast.

What can you

Some people like to use dark backgrounds and
a poorly contrasting text. If you decdide to go
with a dark background, use a pale color.

Which of these are easiest to read:

orange bright yellow lime
green
white gray
lavender

The bright colors can be hard on the eyes in
quantity, so it's best to limit use of bright
colors.

Study this image and noteow different colors provide different levels of contrast that
makes the text easy or difficult to read.

WCAG stands for Web
Content Accessibility Guidelines. Version 2.0 is the latest version at the time of this
presentation and is the standard we need to meet.



Hyperlinks/Hypertext

When creating hyperlinks, be descriptive as
to the function or location the hyperlink will
take the student.

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Hyperlinks —Title Attribute

Title attribute only when it adds value

Title attribute = “"Register for classes, view schedule”

A few years aggou may have been told that every link requires a title attribute. This is no
longer necessary and is seen as needless repetitive information unless it adds new
information for the person accessing the link. A link that says WebAdvisor may not mean
anything to a student accessing the Cuyamaca College website for the first time, so adding

clicking on that link will get them. It is also a good idea to give a title attribute when just
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click on the link.

There are three ways you can communicate the content of images to a visually impaired

person. These are listed her@lt text is also known as Alternative Text and Alt tags. It is
somewhat of a technical term for giving a text alternative to an image. In other words,

documents, PDF files, PowerPoint presentations, Blackboard, and websites need to have
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considered decorative and can have an empty alt tag. Longdesc is a term used for

providing a long description of an image on a separate web page. Itis rarely used and only
used in conjunction with web pages. It is best to use Alt tags, and when more explanation

is necessary, provide more information within the text of the page.
